A short history of the Mass, continuedé 
 

Now that Christians were meeting in basilicas to celebrate the ñbreaking of the bread,ò changes were inevitable.  Gone 
was the intimacy of a family gathering.  The vastness of the space, nearly a city block long, fostered a sense of power 
and might, a bit of grandeur.  Just assembling at a table was no longer possible.  Gestures and signs of honor reserved 
for rulers and dignitaries were introduced as signs of reverence for the Eucharist, genuflecting, bowing, and incensing.  
Because of the distance from the entrance to the sacred space, there needed to be a procession with music.  A litany 
such as the ñSong of Danielò was sung, an invocation chanted by a cantor and the response sung by the congregation.  
As litanies became more numerous the response most often used was, ñLord, have mercyò (ñKyrie, eleisonò in Greek).  
Psalms were also sung by the cantor or choir and antiphons were sung by the congregation as a response while they 
processed into church. 
 

The number of people attending Mass grew to crowd-size with many having to be quite a distance from the sanctuary.  
To compensate for this, St. Ambrose put together hymns for the people to sing so they would feel a connection with 
the priest some could not see.  By 700 A.D., the people regularly sang the Gloria, the Sanctus, and the Agnus Dei.  
Gradually, professional singers and choirs took over the role of singing the chant.  The music of this period, influenced 
by old Roman and old Greek music styles, came to be known as Gregorian Chant.
